INSTRUCTION FOR USING WILKINSON PISTON LOCKING MACHINEHEADS

GOLDEN RULE

Don’t use a screwdriver to tighten. And avoiding using one if possible to slacken off.
A:  Unscrew top cap on stem until you can thread string Thru the Hole.

(Remember on 3x3 sets. They go in opposite directions)

B:   Thread String and leave enough slack for about 3 to 5 turns along fingerboard.

C:   Hold string, which is sticking out of peg hole.(not the fingerboard side).
D:   Turn machine head as if tightening string, this will screw down the locking mechanism, turn until inner machine head stem bites string. 

E:    Let go of String, and tune in guitar. Ensure about 3 to 5 wraps.

Trim string.
F:    To remove string, hold knurled part top of machine head.

G:    Turn machine head normally as if slackening off string,

This will release the top part biting the string. Remove string.

NB..Always use fingerboard playing Hand to Turn the machine head, as it really sucks,

If you manage to stab your fingertip with cropped strings on your fingerboard playing fingers. But don’t worry , We have all been there. Or if you’re really good, get your roadie to do it.
